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The ECTS (European Credit Transfer System) pointing system is a way of assessing students` progress in gaining knowledge and skills, of confirming, that each educational stage has been reached, and to enable further individual education and make studies syllabus more flexible. It was introduced in 1989 with Erasmus programme to facilitate acceptance of studies completed abroad. Since then the ECTS system has been implemented in many European universities and functions as a system of accumulating students` achievements throughout their studies both at home and abroad. The ECTS system is student oriented and represents the workload required by the studies which should have their educational effect in the form competence gained during the studies

The co-operation between universities as regards exchanging students, is underlied by mutual trust in the quality of educational process. Thanks to ECTS systems of study (in the same or foreign country) at various universities become comparable. This enables students` mobility (e.g. in Sokrates-Erasmus programme) and study at various levels. The system also facilitates preparing syllabuses for various faculties.

The choice of school is based on the current co-operation situation, or, in case of seeking new partners, on the available information about a prospective partner and its credentials

ECTS system and its documents

All subjects in a syllabus have their own ECTS points. The underlying assumption in the ECTS system is that during an academic year, the work load for intramural students is approximately 1500-1800 hours which corresponds to 60 points with one point representing 25-30 hours. The work load accounts for the time necessary for all lectures, classes, seminars, etc.

Learning Agreement is a trilateral document stating which subjects are to be completed by the student in a foreign school. Studies plan is agreed upon and signed by the student, a PWSZ institute manager and a foreign school. Any changes to be introduced in the document are subject to consultation with the PWSZ in Nysa.

It is advisable that studies plans be preceded by  obtaining sufficient information from various available sources. Studies plans should be consulted with a ECTS co-ordinator and accepted by an institute manager.
On returning, the student is expected to have Transcript of Records document issued by the foreign school. The document should be presented to the institute manager and its copy to the department of international co-operation.

ARCHITECTURE AND URBANISTICS

1. VOCATIONAL TITLES AND QUALIFICATIONS

Architecture and urbanistics studies take three and a half years (7 semesters) and are completed with granting the title of architecture engineer. The qualifications obtained enable the graduate to work in various designing, urban planning and building institutions. The studies can be continued at the MSc level. 

2. ADMISSION PRINCIPLES

The admission is two-fold: plastic arts examination and certificates contest. Entering the latter is possible on passing the former.

3. OBJECTIVES

The objectives of architecture and urbanistics studies are, in general, vocational skills development oriented, although such issues as social and Ethicsal responsibility are not omitted. They focus particularly on the following:

· Modelling of urban surroundings in accordance with psychological, biological and utility needs;

· Creating projects meeting aesthetic, technical and technological requirements;

· History of architecture and other related arts, science and technology in building art

· Fine arts related to architecture;

· Urbanisation;

· Multifold relationship between man, constructions and surroundings;

· Importance of social and Ethics factors;

· Ways and means of data gathering;

· Constructional and other building engineering problems

· Interiors comfort;

· Legal and financial building regulations;

· Building industry and urban planning;

4. CONTINUATION OF STUDIES

It is possible to continue architecture and urbanistics studies at MSc level.

5. SEMESTER/YEARLY SCHEDULES OF STUDIES

6. STUDIES COMPLETION

Granting the title of architecture engineer requires successful completion of all studies subjects, and:

1. submitting the thesis prepared under the control of a supervisor, and consisting of two parts – textual and graphic

2. passsing the final, oral diploma exam

7. PRINCIPLES OF ASSESSMENT

Respective semesters of studies are regarded as completed under provision that the student gets at least satisfactory marks for all the classes, whether obligatory or facultative, and submits on time their credit book and card at the dean`s office. System of crediting at the PWSZ in Nysa is as follows:

· very good (5.0)

· good plus (4.5)

· good (4.0)

· satisfactory plus (3.5)

· satisfactory (3.0)

· unsatisfactory (2.0)

Crediting criteria include, among others, student`s activity and knowledge. Lectures that do not end with a final exam require passing a written test. Failing project, laboratory and other lecture related classses disallows taking examination.

9. vocational training

The studies include minimum of 6 weeks of vocational training which is strictly related to studies formula and indispensable for studies completion.

Training is carried out at designing offices, building companies and the Institute of Architecture at the PWSZ in Nysa.

Training is organised at state or private sectors on the basis of one of the following ways:

1. Official agreement between the school and an institution

2. Individual agreement between a student and an institution

3. Student`s employment accepted as training

There are two training periods during summer holidays and one during pre-diploma period:

After year I – building training (two weeks)

After year II – architectonic and urban inventory (two weeks)

After year III – thesis related pre-diploma training (two weeks)

Training is an obligatory element of intramural and extramural studies.

Extramural students may be partially or completely exempt from the obligation if:

1. Their employment is in line with their studies

2. Their higher education is akin to architectonic specialisation suitable for construction-building specialisation

3. They have licences for architectonic or construction-building designing
