The International Relations Office acts solely as agent, and so the rental agreement is settled by yourself with the respective landlord or landlady. Payment of a deposit is generally due upon concluding a rental agreement. The deposit amounts to one or two monthly rent of payments. Of course, the deposit will be returned, if the flat is left in a good condition, when you move out.

	Any extra information:
	All students pay a social contribution  the so-called “Contribution to the Studentenwerk”, an organisation providing social facilities open to every student, such as the student cafeteria, cafes, student hostels, sport grounds and gymnasiums. All students make a contribution, for the use of the facilities and for the “Studentenschaft” (Student Union). At present this amounts to 109 € per semester. Included in this amount is the so-called “Semester Ticket”, which entitles students to use local public transport in and around their university or town within a certain radius up to 70km – except rapid transport.
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
