When filling it in, please do not use any special signs and letters (ä, ů, ł, ŝ, etc.) 

Write your first name into the name field, your surname into the surname field and your middle name(s) into the middle name field. Write in the e-mail address you will use for your correspondence with us. If you have and use more than one e-mail address, write in your others as well. Read the terms and conditions at the end of the application form carefully! 

After the application is filled in and submitted, it will be automatically saved in our online database and sent to both you and us by e-mail. Print it out, sign it and bring it to your Erasmus exchange co-ordinator for their signature.
