EILC (Erasmus Intensive Language Course)
Is not offered in the spring semester
Intensive Czech Language Course within the orientation week
Who can attend: all international students who pay for the orientation week (the payment is to be done in cash during the registration day on Monday 4th February, or at any time later in our office)

Organized by: Department of Czech for foreigners

Where: Faculty of Arts 
When: Tue 5th– Fri 8th February 2008, 2 – 5:30 p.m. 

Price: is included in the price for the orientation week, which will be approximately 650 CZK (Czech crowns) = about 23 euro.

Placement test: compulsory even for absolute beginners, takes place on Monday 4th February at 9 a.m. at the Faculty of Arts (exact room will be announced later or there will be a poster by the reception of the Faculty). 
After the evaluation of the placement test, students will be divided into groups according to their level.
Attendance: optional, but recommended
Evaluation: no credits, neither certificate
Afterwards, you can continue in the semestral Czech language course (information see in the section „Semestral Czech Language Course for Foreigners“)
Even if you miss the intensive course in the orientation week, you can still join the semestral course starting two weeks later. Placement test (for those who do not attend the intensive course) takes place on Monday 18th February at 9 a.m. at the Faculty of Arts (exact room will be announced later or there will be a poster by the reception of the Faculty).
Semestral Czech Language Course for Foreigners
Who can attend: all international students coming through exchange programmes offered by our Office for International Studies
Organized by: Department of Czech for foreigners

Where: Faculty of Arts (the exact room will be announced by the teacher of a particular group)
When: Mon 18th February – Fri 16th May 2008 (the exact days and hours will be announced by the teacher of a particular group)

How often and how long: twice a week. 2 hours of grammar + 2 hours of conversation (higher levels may attend also phonetics, ortography, stylistics, interpretation or essay)
Price: 1900 CZK (Czech crowns) = about 68 euro. Students who study Czech language as their main field of study or have it compulsory, do not need to pay for it.
How to pay: at the post office, using a payslip that will be given to you at the registration

When to pay: after your arrival here, during the orientation week or (if you arrive during the weekend) just before the placement test. 
Placement test: compulsory even for absolute beginners, takes place on Monday 18th February at 9 a.m. at the Faculty of Arts (exact room will be announced later or there will be a poster by the reception of the Faculty).
After the evaluation of the placement test, students will be divided into groups according to their level.
Attendance: optional, but recommended, if you want to obtain the credits
Evaluation: 8 credits (4 – grammar, 4 – conversation) + a certificate
