	Description of Institution (including any main strengths, specialist areas etc):
	The Fachhochschule (FH) Lippe und Höxter - University of Applied Sciences - is located in the federal state of North Rhine-Westphalia, in the western part of Germany, nearly halfway between Dortmund and Hanover and about 350 km west of Germany´s capital Berlin. The Fachhochschule Lippe und Höxter has three campuses located in the historic cities of Lemgo, Detmold and Höxter. Each campus has its own character and individual alignment in terms of study programs offered. The three medieval cities are embedded in a beautiful scenery of hills, forests, and lakes and enjoy a rich variety of cultural, athletic, and recreational activities.

Degree programs at the Fachhochschule Lippe und Höxter are application-oriented and from the very start prepare students in an ideal way for their future professional career. During the basic study stage students obtain an insight into theories and methods in science and technology.
